This electrical utility grounding rod was driven
completely through the six-inch asbestos
cement pipe. The rod was so corroded that it
was very difficult to remove from the impaled
main. At some point in the past there had been
a utility pole nearby that served an adjacent
building. The pole was removed and the service
changed to another pole.

No one on the PUD crew was around when
the change was made in the 70’s(?) This is a
heavy clay soil in an area where there is
seepage from the hillside above, and roof run
off from the building that keeps the place wet.

The main was installed in the 60”s and we discovered the leak in 2003. We feel that the leak
had been going for 20 years or more. Once the rod was removed the leak was quickly repaired
with a full circle clamp.

Trees have grown along the ditch line of
the main. A contractor digging on a lower
part of the bank, may have weaken the
upper bank and a tree fell over, roots of the
tree growing in ditch line of main pulling
apart the 8" AC water main.

No line locate was called for. This leak
occurred in 8/08.
